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Course Description:

This course is designed to provide the student with in-depth theory of human anatomy and physiology.  This is the first part of a two-semester course and will cover organization of the body, the chemical basis of life, support and movement, as well as the nervous system and integumentary system.  Prerequisites:  Students must meet the prerequisites for both ENG101 and MAT100, or permission from the instructor.  Co-requisite: BIO 116. A grade of C or better must be earned in Anatomy and Physiology I in order to go onto Anatomy and Physiology II

Course Objectives:

After completing this course, the student will be able to:

1. Explain the relationship between structure and function

2. Describe the chemical, cell, tissue, organ, and organ system levels of organization in the human body.

3. Describe the structural and functional characteristics of eukaryotic cells.

4. Define homeostasis, in relationship to positive and negative feedback.

5. List the characteristics used to classify tissue into one of the four major tissue types.

6. List and discuss the homeostatic functions of bone.

7. Compare the classification of joints according to structure and function.

8. Describe the mechanism of excitation, contraction, and relaxation of skeletal muscle tissue.

9. Identify and describe the various subdivisions of the nervous system.

10. Explain the mechanism of conduction of an action potential across a synapse.
11. Identify and describe central nervous system and peripheral nervous system.

12. Describe the structure and function of generalized sensory receptors.

13. Explain the structure and function of the integumentary system.
